In the abstract of the article (in Russian) author had written: “Prokommunisticheski
nastroennye Bertold Liubetkin i Erno Goldfinger, predstaviteli Sovremennogo dvizheniia
v Anglii i sami nedavnie emigranty, v te gody ne reshilis’ na poezdku v Rossiiu” (p. 475).
In the body of the article author concludes: “Kazhetsia strannym, chto v obstoiatel’stvakh,
kogda professional’nye kontakty stali stol’ estestvennymi i chastymi, Bertol'd Liubetkin ne
vospol’zovalsia shansom s’ezdit’ v Rossiiu” (p. 481). The author defines, that it’s not cor-
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rect. Unfortunately, the author of the article has not yet found documents about Berthold
Lubetkin’s stay in the USSR in the 1930s. However, the author of the main monograph
on the architect, John Allan, who personally communicated with Lubetkin, talks about
Berthold Lubetkin’s trip to Moscow in 1934. Moreover, it was on this trip that he met his
future wife, Margaret Church.
